As part of its strategic initiative to achieve Climate Neutrality (Net Zero), aligned with the objectives of the European
Union and the FS Group, Hellenic Train is on a pathway to optimizing its energy performance and transitioning to greener
forms of energy for its railway operations.

Within this framework, the Management of Hellenic Train sets specific energy efficiency objectives aimed at the
continuous improvement of the company’s energy performance, while at the same time providing safe, reliable, and
comfortable transport services to passengers and commercial partners.

It is noted that the company is committed to adhering to international sustainability standards and to reducing its carbon
footprint through the modernization of its rolling stock and facilities.

The Management of Hellenic Train commits to:
e Setting annual energy-saving targets in accordance with the company’s strategic objectives.

e  Promoting and supporting the company’s Energy Management System (EnMS), which is appropriate to the
nature of railway operations and complies with the requirements of ISO 50001.

e Ensuring that applicable legislation and regulatory requirements related to energy efficiency, energy use, and
energy consumption are not only complied with but, where deemed necessary, exceeded.

e  Ensuring the continuous improvement of Hellenic Train’s energy performance in relation to the Energy Baseline
and the Energy Management System.

e Ensuring the availability of the necessary resources and information to achieve the objectives through the
implementation of annual corporate action plans.

e Supporting energy performance improvements in the design of new services, the procurement or
refurbishment of rolling stock (trains), as well as in the management of facilities and maintenance systems.

e Ensuring the procurement of energy-efficient products and services that affect the company’s energy
performance.

e Implementing operational practices that promote energy-efficient operation (e.g. eco-driving standards for
train drivers) and maintenance.

e Communicating this Energy Policy at all levels within Hellenic Train, as well as to contractors’ employees and
interested parties.

e Reviewing and updating this Policy at regular intervals to ensure its continued suitability.
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
